Cosmo Foundation set up “Cosmo Nari Swayampurna
Program” to empower tribal women with livelihood support
in Chhindwara District of Madhya Pradesh. CF set up
Chironji Making Unit with local SHG in Sitapar village of
Tamiya block of Chhindwara District. During the season this
SHG is earning 8,000 to 10,000 Rs. daily. Recently David
